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[bookmark: _GoBack]The regularly scheduled meeting of the Conyers, Georgia, City Council was held at 7:05 p.m. on September 17, 2014, in the City Council Chambers at 1194 Scott Street, Conyers, GA.

Roll Call – Present: Mayor Randy Mills, Council Members Chris Bowen, Vince Evans, John Fountain, Gerald Hinesley and Cleveland Stroud.

Invocation – The invocation was given by Council Member John Fountain.

Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Randy Mills led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor’s Communication – Mayor Mills welcomed everyone.

Citizens’ Communication – Mary Blount of Escentually Yours in Olde Town addressed the Council regarding the Main Street Board and a replacement for Monica Coffin.

Agenda Revisions:  There were no agenda revisions.

Minutes – Council Member Chris Bowen made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 20, 2014 regularly scheduled City Council meeting.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

Recognitions:

· Zachary Eaton (CPD) was recognized and presented a certificate for 5 years of service to the City.
· Chase Bagwell (CPD) and James Penn (PW&T), who were absent, have had 5 years of service to the City.
· Mayor Mills also presented a certificate to Tony Lucas, City Manager, for 30 years of service to the City.

Old Business:

1. Request to approve Ordinance No. 970, an ordinance to amend the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Conyers, Georgia; to create a new D, Downtown District; to repeal the former BGC, Central Business District; to repeal the former Olde Town Overlay District; to amend the Comprehensive Land Use Map from the various future land use designations to the Special Mixed-use Activity Center designation; to rezone 282 acres from the RS-14, TH, RM, O-I, BN, BG and I-D zoning districts to the D, Downtown District; to repeal conflicting ordinances; to provide for an effective date; and for other purposes.  Council Member John Fountain presented Ordinance No. 970 to the Council and made a motion to approve stating that a public hearing and the first reading of this Ordinance was held at the August 20, 2014 City Council meeting.  Council Member Vince Evans seconded the motion.  After discussion, Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

New Business:

1.	Public hearing.  Request to approve Ordinance No. 971, an ordinance to amend the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Conyers Chapter 7 of Title 8 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Conyers, Georgia, so as to revise the provisions for security grilles and security screens for the following zoning districts and sections:  MxD, Mixed-use Development District (Section 8-7-39); GV, Gateway Village District (Section 8-7-44); LCI, Livable Centers Initiative Overlay District (Section 8-7-66); MxVOD, Mixed-use Village Overlay District (Section 8-7-67); and the Design Requirements (Section 8-7-86); to repeal conflicting ordinances; and for other purposes.  Council Member John Fountain presented Ordinance No. 971 to the Council and asked Mayor Mills to open the public hearing.

Mayor Mills opened the public hearing at 7:17 p.m.

	There was no one wishing to address the Council.

	Mayor Mills closed the public hearing at 7:17 p.m.

	Council Member John Fountain made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 971 and waive the second reading.  Council Member Cleveland Stroud seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.




2. Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Conyers and the Rockdale County Public School System for the School Resource Officer Program at Rockdale County High School.  Chief of Police presented the Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Conyers and the Rockdale County Public School System for the School Resource Officer Program at Rockdale County High School to the Council and asked for Council’s approval.  Council Member Cleveland Stroud made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Conyers and the Rockdale County Public School System for the School Resource Officer Program at Rockdale County High School.  Council Member Chris Bowen seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

3.	Request for Mayor and Council to ratify an Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Conyers and Rockdale County for the lowering of a water main on Railroad Street.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley presented the request to the Council and made a motion to ratify an Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Conyers and Rockdale County for the lowering of a water main on Railroad Street.  Council Member Vince Evans seconded the motion.  After discussion, Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

4.	Request for Mayor and Council to approve the purchase of a used 2013 Schwarze A 7000 Tornado street sweeper from Tractor and Equipment Company for $165,200.  This street sweeper has only 550 working hours logged.  Tractor and Equipment Company will allow a trade value of $25,000 for the City’s existing 1998 Schwarze sweeper making the actual purchase price $140,200.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley presented the request to the Council and made a motion to approve.  Council Member John Fountain seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

5.	Request for Mayor and Council to approve a Master Agreement to Build and Maintain Trails between the Path Foundation and the City of Conyers.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley presented the request to the Council and made a motion to approve.  Council Member Chris Bowen seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

6.	Request for Mayor and Council to approve a Project Agreement to construct a multi-use trail beginning at Nancy Guinn Library and ending at Pine Log Park.  At this time the City will allocate $750,000 of SPLOST funds and the Path Foundation is allocating $250,000 to the project.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley presented the request to the Council and made a motion to approve.  Council Member Cleveland Stroud seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

7.	Request for Mayor and Council to approve a contract between the City of Conyers and Peach State Construction Co., LLC for drainage improvements along East View Road.  Project would consist of drop inlets and perforated drain pipe to control ground water.  Estimated cost for the project is $63,516.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley presented the request to the Council and made a motion to approve.  Council Member Chris Bowen seconded the motion.  After discussion, Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

8.	Application for a beer and wine retail sales license – (Atif Sajid – SAS Enterprises, LLC d/b/a Tienda Latina Grocery 1 – 1113 West Avenue, S.W., Conyers, GA 30012).  Council Member John Fountain presented the application to the Council and stated that all background checks were done and no violations were found, and made a motion to approve.  Council Member Gerald Hinesley seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye.  Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.

Committee Reports:

· Council Member Gerald Hinesley, Co-Chairman of the Finance Oversight Committee and Chairman of the Transportation and Stormwater Committee, had nothing to report.

· Council Member Chris Bowen, Chairman of the GIHP, Cherokee Run, BHCNC, and Cemetery Committee, reported that the Southeastern Charity Horse Show will be held September 17-20, 2014 at the GIHP and that the Miller Lite Chili Cook-off will be held on October 4.

· Council Member Cleveland Stroud, Chairman of the Public Safety Committee, stated that a lot of feedback had been received on Facebook regarding the curfew enforcement at Conyers Crossroad over the weekend.  He also stated that several senior members of the CPD had completed a 40-hour National Incident Management Systems 300-400 level training; and that the entire police department has transitioned to the Glock 17 firearm, which is a 9mm Generation 4 Glock pistol.

· Council Member Vince Evans, Chairman of the Economic Development Committee, gave an update on Railroad Street and the Olde Town Fall Festival which will be on October 25.

· Council Member John Fountain, Chairman of the Community Development Committee, had nothing to report at this time.

City Manager’s Update – City Manager Tony Lucas stated that filming was also being done at Rockdale Hospital.  He also thanked everyone for his surprise party for 30 years of service to the City.

Executive Session – City Manager Tony Lucas stated there was a need for an executive session to include the City Attorney to discuss personnel matters and potential litigation.  Council Member Chris Bowen made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters and potential litigation.  Council Member Cleveland Stroud seconded the motion.  Mayor Mills called for a vote of the Council.  All members voted aye Mayor Mills declared the motion carried.
